Atrapa VCP is used undiluted in specially designed fixed or rotary
wing aircraft, or ground equipment, capable of applying uitra low
volumas for control of the insects indicated below. Spray machines
must be equipped with accepted low-volume devices that will
produce droplets within the range of 30 fo 100 microns in size.
Apply only when weather conditions are favorable. Wind and rising
air currents may cause undesirable spray drift and reduce insect
control,

Mist blowers and boom sprayers utilizing a controlled air flow to
facilitate particle size and spray deposition may be used at a
vehicle speed of 4 to 10 mph,

Mist blowers with a pump capable of producing up to 40 psi and
blower speeds of 2600 rpm are satisfactory. Use flat fan nozzles,
8001 to BOO2, placed 30° into air blast of rotary atomizers into the
air blast that produce an efficient spray particle with a mass
medium diametsr of 40 10 100 microns. Swath widths should not
excead 30 feet. Other similar application equipment which has
demonstrated the capability to deliver sven distribution of the
labeled rate over the desired area may be used. Apply only when
weather conditions are favorable, Wind and rising air currents may
causa undesirable spray drift and reduce insect control,

Boom sprayers with a filtered rotary air compressor either PTO or
gas engine driven or an air pump capable of producing at least
12 psi are satisfactory. Use air pressure on chemical tanks and an
accurate metering valve to assure a calibrated fiow of the liquid
pesticide mixture, Air should be regulated with a relief valve and
gauge for proper air and liquid mixture. Pneumatic-type spray
nozzles, as suggested by equipment manufacturer, should be
used for spray particles with mass medium diameter of 30 to
100 microns. Apply only when weather conditions are favorable.
Wind and rising air currents may cause undesirable spray drift and
reduce insect control.

ALFALFA & CLOVER: To control grasshopper, alfalfa weevil
larvae, and armyworm, use 6 fluid ounces of Atrapa VGP per aore.
Treat in Spring when ¢rop is 2 to & inches high or when infestation
is noticad. Do not apply during bioom. Do not use on seed alfalfa,
No time limitation required between treatment and harvest
provided treatment does not exceed 8 ounces per acre. In case of
severe infestation, use 8 to 18 fluid ounces of Atrapa VCP per
acre, Whan using more than 8 ounces per acre, allow 5 days
between treatment and harvest.
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BARLEY, OATS, RYE, WHEAT: To control cereal leaf bestle, use
4 to 8 fluid ounces per acre of this product when infestation is
noticed. Da not apply within 7 days of harvest or arazing.

BEAN (LIMA, GREEN, SNAP, NAVY, RED KIDNEY, WAX, DRY,
BLACKEYE): To control Mexican bean beetle, Japanese beetle
and leafhopper, use B fiuid ounces of Atrapa VCP when infestation
is noticed. Make one or mare applications as necessary. Do not
apply within 1 day of harvest. Grazing or feeding of the treated
crop foliage (vines/forage and straw/hay) by livestock are
prohibited.

CHERRY: To contral cherry fruit fly, use 12 to 16 {luid ounces of
Atrapa VCP per acre. Do not treat within 1 day of harvest. Apply by
aircraft only. Use higher rate when foliage is heavy or infestation is
severe. Make first application as saon as flies appear.

CORN (FIELD, POP AND SWEET): To control cereal leaf beetle,
use 4 fo B fivid ounces of Atrapa VCP per acre, repeating
treatment if necessary. Do not treat within 5 days of harvest of
grain or forage use.

COTTON: In early season fo control thrip, fleahopper, and
leafhopper, use 4 to & fluid ounces of Atrapa VCP per acre. To
control ball weevil during early to mid to late season, use 8 to
16 fluid ounces of Atrapa VCP per acre,

To contrgl grasshepper, use 8 fluid ocunces per acre.

To control lygus bug, use 8 to 12 fluid ounces per acre. Far very
heavy migrating populations, increase dosage to 16 fiuid ounces
per acre,

Repeat treatments as necessary up 1o harvest,

Atrapa VCP can be used alone as a VCP control concentrate
spray or diluted in once-refined cottonseed or vegetable oil
sufficient to make at Igast 1 quart of finished product per acre.

GRASS CROPS (GHASS AND GRASS HAY): To control
grasshopper, use 8 to 10% fluid ounces of Atrapa VCP per acre.
Repeat applications may be needed after haiching and before
movement to crops takes place. No time limitation between
treatment and harvesting of hay or grazing.

RICE (GRAIN FORM): To control rice stink bug, use 8 fiuid ounces
of Atrapa VGP per acre making application during the early milk
and dough stage of growing rice. Broadeast used only over
intermittently flooded areas: Application may not be made around
bodies of water where fish or shellfish are grown and/or harvested
commaercially.

OTHER AGRICULTURAL USES

Alfalfa, Clover, Grass and Grass Hay, Grain Crops (barley, corn,
oats, rye, tice, wheat), Beans, and non-agricultural lands
(wastsland): Adult mosquitos and flies - Apply Atrapa VCP at
the rate of 2 to 4 fluid ounces per acre for control of aduit
mosquitos, and at 6 to 8 fluid ounces per acre for gontrol of adult
flies and mosquitoes.
