3. HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

EMERGENCY OVERVIEW

This material is a cholinesterase inhibitor of low mammalian toxicity that
enters the body on contact with all skin surfaces and eyes. Clothing
contaminated with this material must be removed immediately and all skin
washed thoroughly. Signs and symptoms of exposure include headaches, nausea,
vomiting, cramps, weakness, blurred vision, pin-point pupils, tightness in
chest, labored breathing, nervousness, sweating, watering of eyes, drooling
or foaming of mouth and nose, muscle spasms and coma.

General: This material is stable when stored at temperatures
not exceeding 20-25 C.
Incompatible Materials: Decompoeltion with alkaline materials,

Hazardous Decomposition: Hydrogen sulfide, methyl mercaptan, dimethyl
sulfide, oxides of carbon, sulfur and phosphorus

Hazardous Polymerization: Material is not known to polymerize.
